You can download up to 7 e-books and 7 e-audio books at a time and we have titles 

for children, teenagers and adults 

• e-Comics – comics and graphic novels from Marvel, Disney, IDW and Dark Horse 

via the RB Digital app 

• e-Magazine and e-Newspapers – from fashion to photography to football there are 

a huge range of e-magazines available to download to the RB Digital or Press 

Reader app which also has daily newspapers from around the world.
